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In the six months since the start of the Rohingya crisis IOM Bangladesh has
reached over 900,000 people in the refugee and host communities in Cox’s
Bazar. IOM provides a wide range of practical and technical support .
including distributing vital shelter materials, improving roads and other 3 g 2
access ways, and monitoring and assessing needs. e

To respond to the fastest growing refugee crisis in the world I0OM
Bangladesh tripled its staff to over 600 people — around 85 per cent of
them are Bangladeshi nationals.

The organisation now works across six key sectors: Site Management and
Site Development, Needs and Population Monitoring, Shelter and Non-Food
Items, WASH, Health and Protection and plays a key role in the Inter Sector
Coordination Group (ISCG) — a neutral and independent body which
coordinates interagency cooperation.

IOM and its implementing partners are engaged in site management in 11
camp areas in the Kutupalong Balukhali Expansion Site (also known as the
megacamp). Highlighted camps appear on the map on the right. N
